
Lewes Netball Club Child Protection Policy

1.  Ensuring we practice safe recruitment in checking the suitability of volunteers to work with children. 

Lewes Netball Club (LNC) has a committee member with responsibility for child protection who will ensure all volunteers who have contact with the children; though training, coaching or at match days, will have the appropriate CRB checks.

2.  Raising awareness of child protection issues and equipping children with the skills needed to keep them safe. 

Children who join the club are given a welcome letter which details LNC’s child protection policy and we will discuss child protection at appropriate moments during training sessions.

3.  Developing and then implementing procedures for identifying and reporting cases, or suspected cases, of abuse. 

LNC has a player representative on the committee to give a voice to the children involved in the club and also act as a point of contact for any child who has been abused.

4.  Supporting pupils who have been abused in accordance with his/her agreed child protection plan. 

LNC will take advice from ESCC duty assessment team responsible for Child Protection Issues in the event of a suspected case of abuse.

5.  Establishing a safe environment in which children can learn and develop.

LNC has affiliation with Netball England which covers the club for public liability insurance in the event of injury to any of the children or adults involved in the club.  LNC also seeks to engender a safe environment for the children through their active participation in the club and the involvement of their parents and carers.  All the adults involved in the club have children or grand children who play for LNC.
